“CITES FOR REFUGE”

“And they shall be unto you cities for refuge from the avenger; that the manslayer die not, until he stand before the congregation in judgment.” ~ Numbers 35:12
____________________________________


God ordered six cities to be set aside as cities for refuge. We will notice a few things about these cities of refuge.

Purpose of the cities. “For refuge from the avenger that the manslayer die not.”  These cities provided protection from the avenger for the one who had unintentionally killed another person. The avenger, often blind with rage would kill the manslayer regardless of fault. The city of refuge would stop this unlawful revenge. It provided protection from a lawless society. 

Places of the cities. We are told that six cities were set aside from among the cities where the Levites lived. Since the Levites lived throughout the land of Israel, this meant that the cities were located throughout the land. 3 were on the West side of Jordan, and 3 were on the east side of Jordan. They were easily accessed from any part of the land. There is a gospel lesson in their location. It tells us that the gospel, which is a refuge from judgment, is accessible to all. The gospel is for “whosoever” and is accessible for all men.

Proving in the cities. “Until he stand before the congregation in judgment.” The city of refuge was not to prevent justice. All those who fled to the cities eventually had to stand trial and prove their innocence. God is a God of justice. Christ died and paid the due judgment for our sin, so that God might forgive us and be just in doing so. Christ is our refuge!
