“HITTING INSTEAD OF SPEAKING”

“And the Lord spake unto Moses and Aaron, Because ye believed me not, to sanctify me in the eyes of the children of Israel, therefore ye shall not bring this congregation into the land which I have given them.” ~ Numbers 20:12

God told Moses in Numbers 20:8 to speak unto the rock and it shall give forth water. However, in verse 11 we read that Moses did not follow the Lord’s command, instead he hit the rock twice with his rod. 

This might seem like a simple thing. It might seem that Moses just misunderstood and made a minor error. However, this action by Moses cost him greatly. In the next verse, God told him he could not enter the land that was promised to him. 

The punishment of Moses for hitting the rock instead of speaking to it, ought to sober up every child of God and cause us to give more respect and obedience to His commandments. 

God has a certain way He wants things to be done. God does not mince words, He tells us clearly what he desires, and His desires and commands are to be followed exactly to the point. What we might think of as a small thing, is a sin in the eyes of God. Moses paid a very heavy price for hitting instead of speaking. 

May we all pay close attention to the Words of God, otherwise there are great costs to paid for disobedience.
