Here is a declaration about Jesus Christ. The Song of Solomon speaks of the love of the Bridegroom and the Bride. It pictures Christ and the church. In this verse we have a declaration about Christ and His bride. 

Word of Christ. “His mouth is most sweet.”  When the scripture speaks of the mouth or voice of God it is speaking about the Word of God. Those who truly love the Lord will have a great love for the Word of God. A person always has much affection for a letter from their love. This is true with the saint’s love of the Scriptures. 

Wonderfulness of Christ. “He is altogether lovely.” Those who love the Savior will not criticize Him. They will speak highly of Him. When one criticizes Christ, scorns him, or uses his name in vain, he is not a convert of Christ. True Saints view Christ as altogether lovely.

Wife of Christ. “This is my beloved, and this is my friend.” The language of the wife here speaks of a twofold relationship of the Church and Christ. 
First, it is a relationship of love. “This is my beloved” 
Second, this is a relationship with fellowship. “This is my friend.”
