JOSIAH – “THE FEARLESS KING”

“And as Josiah turned himself, he spied the sepulchres that were there in the mount, and sent, and took the bones out of the sepulchres, and burned them upon the altar, and polluted it, according to the word of the Lord which the man of God proclaimed, who proclaimed these words.” ~ 2 Kings 23:16
____________________________________

King Josiah was a noble king. He instituted many reforms in the land. Our text speaks of his desecrating an idolatrous altar in Bethel.

Fervency of Josiah. “He… sent and took the bones out of the sepulchres and burned them upon the altar and polluted it.” 

Josiah was very earnest at cleansing the land of idolatry. He was so earnest that in our text he is recorded as burning the bones of dead people upon the heathen altar. This was an act of great desecration, but Josiah did not give respect to heathen idolatry. If we're going to honor God, we must be earnest in our opposition against evil. Those who tolerate evil, dishonor God. 

Fulfillment of prophecy. “According to the Word of the Lord which the man of God proclaimed.”

This refers to the prophecy made 350 years earlier by a prophet to Jeroboam, a very wicked king. Jeroboam had set up a heathen altar to worship an idol. A prophet came and prophesied that a king by the name of Josiah would burn bones on the altar. (1 Kings 13:2) Two amazing prophecies that were made 350 years prior. He named the king Josiah and predicted a great act of desecration. Two impossible predictions in human thinking, but what God predicts will happen!
