The comments of one of Job's friends only made matters worse for Job. Job’s friends caused him to become more discouraged than ever, and it did nothing to help explain why Job was experiencing his trials. 

We do not need these kinds of friends, but sadly, these abound. When they call on you in the hospital, you are glad when they leave because they have made you feel worse. When you need help, they are there only to make your problem worse. Let us all strive to be better friends than Job's friends were to him. In our verse, Job laments that God did not answer his request.

DESIRE OF JOB. “My request.” Job’s pain and suffering was so terrible, he requested that God take his life. Job’s friends were of no comfort, and Job wanted his pain to end. Those who could have been the most help, hurt Job the most. 

DENIAL FOR JOB. “Oh that I might have my request.”  Job’s request to die was denied by God. Praise the Lord for unanswered prayer. We know by reading the end of the book of Job, that he was blessed more than ever. Had God granted Job’s request, Job would have missed all the blessings.
