“GO TO THE ANT”

“Go to the ant, thou sluggard; consider her ways, and be wise.” ~ Proverbs 6:6
____________________________________

Insects sometimes show more wisdom than humans. In our verse, the ant is given as an example of wise conduct that is often lacking in mankind. The conduct of the ant regarding the future is the example given. Our verse speaks of the ants pondering the future and preparing for the future. In the Bible, a sluggard is not only one who demonstrates a poor attitude about work responsibilities but is also one who demonstrates a poor attitude towards spiritual issues. The ant is a rebuke to both kinds of sluggards. 

Pondering the future. “Go to the ant…. consider her ways.” The ant ponders the future. The future occupies much of its thinking. If the ant did not think about the future he would die in the winter. Many people do not think of the future spiritually. They live for the moment and think nothing about the hereafter. These people will die and go to hell for eternity because of their failure to ponder their future.

Preparing for the future. “Go to the ant…consider her ways and be wise.”  In preparing for the future, the ant plans early and earnestly. He does not wait until the last day of summer to get started. Many people do not think about their spiritual preparation until their life is about to be over. Do not wait to think about eternity, prepare now. If you delay, your preparation might be too late to do anything about it.
