“Therefore, they say unto God, Depart from us; for we desire not the knowledge of thy ways.” ~ Job 21:14
____________________________________

In our verse, Job describes the terrible attitude of the wicked. It is a very common attitude in our country. Our verse tells us two things the wicked have in their attitude. 

Isolation from God. “Therefore, they say unto God depart from us.” The wicked do not want God around. They want to be isolated from God and anything that is Holy. We see that in the world around us. Our schools, government, and other organizations have pushed God out, and now we are seeing the result in our depraved society.

Ignorance about God. “We desire not the knowledge of thy ways.” The wicked do not want to know about God. How foolish, for no knowledge is more important than that of God. 
Sad to say, many in our churches also evidence this attitude of not wanting to learn about God. Many do not study their Bibles, and those who are able, frequently skip church services where they could learn more about God. This ignorance of God will prove costly. No ignorance brings a greater curse on people than the ignorance of God. Hosea 4:6 tells us, “My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge. 

When the wicked tell God to “Depart from us,” there is no hope and tragedy comes to the people.
