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THIS WEEK’S READING – PROVERBS 1-5

“DON’T CONSENT”

“My son, if sinners entice thee, consent thou not.” ~ Proverbs 1:10
____________________________________

In this verse we see some good advice on how to avoid temptation and keep from sinning. You will not find this advice in psychology books, or from worldly online sources. Only God’s Word can give us this godly direction. 

Attraction of sin. “Entice.”  This word “entice” emphasizes the attraction of sin. This attraction is deceptive and beguiling. Sin likes to advertise itself as something nice and enjoyable and beneficial. Those who would like to get you into sin, tell you how much fun it is, and how much you will gain by it. Sin is a mirage, it is deceptive, and it is to beguile you. Like bait on a hook, it looks appealing but do not bite into the bait or you will be ruined.

Acceptance of sin. “Sinners entice thee.” The word “sinners” is in the plural. It emphasized that sin is very popular. Many will entice you to do evil and if you oppose sin, you will walk alone. Do not look for a large crowd in the path of holiness, it will be sparsely populated, but the road of evil will be crowded. If you want to be popular you will not be holy. Acceptance in this world will destroy your acceptance with God. Popularity with man never makes anything popular with God. Men may applaud and honor you while God condemns you. Live your life so you will be accepted by God and do not worry whether man accepts you or not

Avoiding of sin. “Consent thou not.” Sin is to be refused. The command is to “consent thou not.” This does not give room for negotiations with evil. You'll never defeat sin if you're passive in opposing it. You must be strong and steadfast in opposing it or you will eventually be corrupted by it.
