“HOW LONG?”

“And the Lord said unto Moses, How long will this people provoke me? and how long will it be ere they believe me, for all the signs which I have shewed among them?” ~ Numbers 14:11
____________________________________

The Israelite’s disobedience in the wilderness is spoken about in our verse. The disobedience in this verse refers to Israel’s failure to enter the promised land. The Lord asked Moses twice “how long.” How long will my people provoke me? 

The Duration of their Disobedience. “How long.” This time of refusing to enter the promised land was not the first time they disobeyed. The Israelites had rebelled repeatedly in the wilderness. Their disobedience was often seen in their complaining and murmuring.

The Disrespect of their Disobedience. “How long will this people provoke me? And how long will it be ere they believe me?” The people disrespected God.  The word translated “provoked” means “to scorn” or “to reject with the idea of blaspheming.” The Israelites greatly disrespected God. They didn’t believe God's promises thus they rejected the testimony of the good spies and believed the lying report of the evil spies. 

The Deliberateness of their Disobedience. “All the signs which I have showed among them.” Despite the much evidence, Israel did not believe. Their disobedience was deliberate and inexcusable. They did not want to obey no matter how many facts were given to them. Sadly, many people are still like that today, but they will miss out on the promised land as a result.
