“HEZEKIAH” – THE GOOD KING

“And the Lord was with him; and he prospered whithersoever he went forth: and he rebelled against the king of Assyria, and served him not.” ~ 2 Kings 18:7
____________________________________

This verse sums up the reign of Hezekiah, one of the best kings of Judah. There are 3 important things that are said in our verse about Hezekiah. 

Presence of the Lord. “The Lord was with him.” This was the key to Hezekiah’s success as king. Without the presence of God, no venture will be truly successful. We need to seek his presence and if we seek him, he will be present with us. Hezekiah cleaned out the temple for worship and destroyed all the idols involved with false worship. If you do not sense the presence of God in your life, maybe it is because you do not desire the presence of God in your life. 

Prosperity from the Lord. “He prospered whithersoever he went forth.” The word translated “prospered” means to act prudently and wisely. Hezekiah acted very wisely as a king. This wisdom came from the Lord. When God's presence is with you, wisdom will also be with you. Men drive out God in their lives and evidence of that foolishness abounds today in our land.

Power from the Lord. “He rebelled against the king of Assyria and served him not.” Hezekiah stood up against evil and it took power and strength to do that. When God's presence is in our lives, we will have the power and strength to stand by our convictions just as Hezekiah did.
