“DO NOT DESPISE THE WORD”

“Whoso despiseth the word shall be destroyed: but he that feareth the commandment shall be rewarded.” ~ Proverbs 13:13
____________________________________

Our attitude toward the Word of God has a lot to do with God's attitude toward us. Two attitudes and their results are in our verse.

Rejection and retribution. “Whoso despiseth the Word shall be destroyed.” One can despise the Word in a variety of ways. One can despise the Word by disobedience. Laws that are despised are disobeyed. People who despise the Word will not obey it. One can despise the Word by disinterest. If you are interested in something you will give it a lot of your time. Those who give the Word little time in their life show they despise it. One can also despise the Word by discrediting it. Some say the Word is not sufficient and that we need other methods to help us know how to live. Some say the Word is not inspired of God and that it is full of mistakes. All of this shows they despise the Word. But all this despise of the Word only brings destruction to the soul. Divine retribution is the tragic result of rejecting the Word of God. No one can ever benefit by despising the Word.

Respect and reward. “He that feareth the commandment shall be rewarded.” The word “feareth” involves reverence and respect. You show respect for the Word by learning it. No knowledge is more important than biblical knowledge. We need to know the Word more than anything else. The Bible is our guide on how to live, and we show respect by living it. The Psalmist said, “O how love I thy law.” (Psalm 119:97)
