“JOSHUA IS ORDAINED”

“And he laid his hands upon him, and gave him a charge, as the Lord commanded by the hand of Moses.” ~ Numbers 27:23
____________________________________

Joshua replaced Moses as the leader of the Israelites. This included a public ceremony that is very similar to our ordination services today. 

Warrant. “He laid his hands upon him.” Moses laid his hands upon Joshua in this public ceremony to publicly designate and authorize Joshua for his new task. The laying of the hands was not the calling to service; this is God's business. The laying on of the hands was simply confirmation of the calling. It was a public endorsement for Joshua to take his new office. This was done as much for the people's sake, as for Joshua’s. The public ordination service is important in that it informs the congregation in a formal manner of the ministers appointment.

Work. “And gave him charge.” This means Moses instructed Joshua about his new duties. A high office is not for prestige. We are not put in our positions for personal honor, but to give help. The need for a charge emphasizes the responsibilities of our position. Too many are only interested in the privilege of position, not the responsibility of the position. 

Word. “As the Lord commanded by the hand of Moses.” Everything Moses did with Joshua was done according to the Word of God. No one can call another man into the ministry. Moses could not call his own replacement; it was ordered by the Lord. No man has the authority to be ordained without the will of God. Joshua was called by God and Moses recognized the calling.
