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“For I know that my redeemer liveth, and that he shall stand at the latter day upon the earth.” ~ Job 19:25

Job is speaking in our verse, and he said a lot more than maybe we realize. Job spoke these words hundreds of years before Calvary, yet there is much Gospel truth here about the Lord Jesus Christ. We Note 3 important truths that concern our Lord's work on the cross. 

Redeeming by Christ. “I know that my Redeemer liveth.” The word translated “Redeemer” means “Kinsman-Redeemer.” This is one who is related to the redeemed who through paying a price, delivers the redeemed. How wonderfully this portrays the work of redemption by Christ. He is related to us in that he took upon himself the form of man so that He could redeem us. Through the price of his blood at Calvary, he was able to deliver us from the eternal penalty of our sins. 

Resurrection of Christ. “Liveth.” Christ is not dead in the grave. Job gave the message of resurrection long before it happened. He knew by faith that his Redeemer liveth. Christ overcame the power of the grave and rose from the dead to become our Redeemer. This is the glorious news of the Gospel. Christ is alive! He can redeem us. He is alive today to be our advocate before God on behalf of our salvation. 

Rule of Christ. “He shall stand in the latter day upon the earth.” Our Lord is destined to rule. He was rejected and crucified by man, but one day he will rule over man. In the latter day, Christ will rule and reign forever. By faith, Job knew this, and so do we!
