“FOOLISH FELIX”
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“And as he reasoned of righteousness, temperance, and judgment to come, Felix trembled, and answered, Go thy way for this time; when I have a convenient season, I will call for thee.” ~ Acts 24:25
____________________________________

The apostle Paul was having a hearing before Felix, the governor of Judea. The response of Felix to what Paul said shows that Felix was a fool spiritually. 

He was disturbed. As he reasoned of righteousness, temperance, and judgment to come, Felix trembled. He became terrified and greatly convicted by the preaching of Paul, yet he played the fool and hardened his heart to the  Holy Spirit. When a person rejects the working of the Spirit of God in their heart, God will stop striving with their soul. (Gen 6:3) 

He was delayed. He told Paul, “Go thy way.” What a tragic statement! Conviction gripped his heart, but he delayed taking any action. Felix did not want to deal with the most important matter of life, his salvation. He put off dealing with his eternal destiny and only a fool thinks like this. 

He was delusional. He thought he could put this matter off until a more convenient season. Felix was under the delusion that he could wait, but only a fool thinks that spiritual matters come by convenience. We have no record in scriptures of Felix coming to Christ. History tells us that Felix became worse than ever. 

Felix never got back to Paul and in two years he was replaced as governor. Convenience never came for Felix.
